They were also able to tap into their peers and reach them on a level that others
couldn’t. The advisor has to be someone who can devote extra time to the program and
is committed to its success. And it wouldn’t hurt if the advisor is a competitive person,
also! The Program Advisor should be dedicated to the success of the students.”
